Students are advised to view and print out their SRJC transcripts 

in their ñMyCubbyò student portal on a regular basis. Your PHS 

counselors, Mr. Cox, Ms. Carl and Ms. Ramirez, need copies of 

your transcripts after each semester you complete so they can keep 

track of your credits towards graduation. At the beginning of your 

senior year they will request official transcripts, but until then, 

unofficial transcripts are fine. Remember, your first two 

transcripts are free, thereafter they are $7.50 each. If there is a 

problem with your transcripts, contact Admissions & Records at 

707-527-4799 or Erica Lohne in Counseling at 707-527-1555.

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     Lastly, a change in Counseling 270ééé 
         
   SRJC is no longer offering the COUN 270 class for sophomores. In past years, sophomores     

    enrolled in COUN 60 (Effective Study Workshop) in the fall and COUN 270 (Introduction  to 

    College) in the spring. However, the JC has found that students are better served taking the 

     270 class as a senior, or not at all if  they plan to attend a 4-year college. They recommend that 

     students take COUN 62 (Intro. to Career Development) instead, but it is not required. 

     IMPORTANT: ECM and Student Athletes 
 

A reminder about the athletic policy regarding juniors and seniors who are enrolled in 
only 4 classes at Piner and also are a member of a sports team é.. 
 
Eligibility for Piner sports teams is determined by more than just GPA. The NCS/CIF by-
laws and constitution require that all high school athletes enroll in at least 20 units (4 
classes) in the school they compete for and must pass or be passing at least 20 credits to 
participate in athletics. This means that if a student receives an F in a class when only 
taking 4 Piner classes, that students will lose sports eligibility. This is especially true at 
the end of the 1st & 3rd quarter grading periods. So, watch those grades!

If your GPA is at 2.5 or above, with no Fôs in a core subject (English, 

math, science, history), you will be removed from Academic Probation. However, those 

students who do not meet the 2.5 GPA requirement with no Fôs, will be suspended from 

ECM.
